Drawing 
inspiration from Song of Songs and the Bengali mystics Ramprasad and 
Sri Ramakrishna, he began a series of poems to Ma Kali, the Dark Goddess 
of India, the words to which often came from the Great Mother Herself.

His first 
task was to use the then-new quantum metaphysics to provide a basic science 
for the systems of alternative medicine and thus begin a tentative integrative 
medicine. This was accomplished in The Quantum Doctor, published in 2004. 

But what was still lacking was a unified theory of health leading 
to a new science of heath that would treat disease as a health disorder. 
Much more expertise in specifics was needed for such a project. In 2016, 
Goswami partnered with Valentina Onisor, MD, who has trained in both 
allopathic and several systems of alternative medicine as well, including 
Ayurveda, yoga, naturopathy, aromatherapy, and homeopathy. This book 
is the culmination of their efforts to date. It is intended for both laypeople 
and health professionals.

Dr. Amit Goswami, PhD, is professor emeritus of physics at the University of 
Oregon, where he taught from 1968 to 1997. He is a renowned pioneer of the 
new paradigm of quantum science based on the primacy of consciousness. 

Valentina R. Onisor, MD, is a practicing physician and pioneer in quantum 
integrative medicine, specializing in family medicine that integrates 
conventional medicines with various systems of alternative medicine 
(acupuncture, Ayurveda, naturopathy, homeopathy, and aromatherapy).
